1. Confirmation of Minutes
MDP Meeting 6th December – Proposed by Cllr. Dunphy, seconded by Cllr. Frisby
Matters Arising
Regional Spatial and Economic Strategy – S McKeown advised that an extension had been given to deadline for submissions, which was now Friday, 2nd February.  It was noted that a meeting of the Planning SPC had recently taken place to discuss this and the NPF, further meeting with all stakeholders would take place next Friday to assist with submissions.
Greenway Update – following Consultants report, S McKeown advised that KCC would be proceeding with a 2nd Part 8 for the Aylwardstown section, which follows the old railway line, discussions to take place with landowners regarding accommodation works.
Ferrybank Shopping Centre – Cllr. O’Neill asked for update, K Hanley advised that the matter was being dealt with by Corporate Section, he would revert to members on this.
TII Meeting – Cllr. Aylward asked for report from meeting held with TII in December, Tim Butler to circulate minutes.

Life Buoys – Cllr. Dunphy asked for update, I Gardner advised that all equipment had been delivered, on list of works for GSS.  He advised that survey was also being carried out in relation to Jetties in the area, arising from the Buncrana tragedy.
2. Consideration of Reports and Recommendations 

(a) Draft Litter Management Plan
Cllr. Doherty welcomed Bernadette Moloney, Environmental Awareness Officer, who attended for this item.  B Moloney presented the draft Litter Management Plan stating that it was a working document, more targeted than previous plans and contained 37 actions to be achieved over 3 years to combat litter.  She gave an overview of the Plan and outlined the main areas of interest, including street cleaning, litter prevention, enforcement actions, youth education, financial supports and monitoring & reporting.  The members posed a number of questions to which B Moloney responded.
In relation to staffing concerns raised, S McKeown advised that this was an issue being looked at by the Environment SPC, options to be explored under the Workforce Plan.  He also advised that under the EPA’s RMCEI (Recommended Minimum Criteria for Environmental Inspections) data collection process, Kilkenny has an excellent score above the national average, which was important to note.

It was noted that submissions could be made on the Draft Plan by Friday, 2nd February, 2018.

(b) Roadworks Update
Ian Gardner circulated report to members outlining works completed since the last meeting.

Some queries were raised by members, Ian Gardner advised as follows:-

Cllr. Dunphy
· Piltown Bus Shelter – currently with landowners Solicitor, civil works to be carried out once land transfer complete.
Cllr. Doherty
· Footpath at Slieverue – issue with overhead powerlines, health and safety issue to be resolved – ESB to complete works.
Cllr. Aylward
· Speed limit at Mullinavat – with TII who have requested a number of other requirements currently beyond KCC resources prior to amending signs as per Speed Limit Review.
Cllr. O’Neill
· Funding allocated for Tower Overbridge – noted €100K allocated for design works.  Other allocations were also noted, €210k for design works at Carrick Road and €2m for resurfacing works Graiguenakill to Gaulstown.

(c) N25 New Ross Bypass
Update circulated by K Hanley, proposed road closure noted at Ballyverneen to facilitate works, commencing 29th January – also reminder re site visit Friday morning, 2nd March.
With regard to naming of the bridge, S McKeown advised members again of the agreed process which involves a joint committee between Kilkenny and Wexford, with Wexford County Council being the lead authority.  Public consultation will take place taking suggestions from the public, with decision to be made by the joint committee.
It was noted that Joint Meeting with New Ross Municipal District was to be confirmed for Wednesday 7th February.

(d) CIR Scheme Update
I Gardner circulated the up to date list of pending CIR Schemes, it was noted that surveys and evaluations had yet to be carried out for recently received applications.  It was also noted that based on usual allocations received, it would take approximately 8 years to complete the current list of schemes, with schemes being completed on a first come first served basis.

Discussion took place in relation to the Knockroe Passage Tomb and application lodged by the South Kilkenny Historical Society to complete works on the roadway leading to same.  It was proposed by Cllr. Breathnach, seconded by Cllr. O’Neill and agreed that this scheme should be given priority.
(e) 1918 to 1921 Commemoration Programme
K Hanley advised members of invitation to contribute to Decade of Century Commemorations Public Consultation Process – submissions to be made by 19th January to Cora Nolan.
