
Boil water by bringing to a
vigorous, rolling boil and
allow to cool. Cover and
store in a refrigerator or
cold place. Water from
the hot tap is not safe to
drink. Domestic water
filters will not render
water safe to drink.

Caution should be taken
when bathing children to
ensure that they do not
swallow the bathing
water.

Discard ice cubes and
filtered water in fridges
and freezers

Prepare baby foods with
water that has been
brought to the boil once
and cooled

Bottled Water 
If using bottled water for 
babies, use water with 
sodium (Na) levels less 
than 200mg/l. If no other 
water is available, use this 
water for as short a time 
as possible
