N77 Ballyragget to Ballynaslee

The tender for the construction of the N77 Scheme
issued via Etenders and the OEJU in early August.
5 tenders were submitted by the tender return
date of 22nd September 2023 and are undergoing
tender evaluation.

The overall outturn cost for the project is expected
to be in excess of €10m.

N24 Carrick Road

Simultaneous applications to An Bord Pleandla
for 177AE Planning Approval and Compulsory
Purchase Order Approval was made on the 25t
November 2022. The public consultation period
for both ran until the 20t January 2023.

There were 5 objections to the Compulsory
Purchase Order Approval application. There were
also 5 objections to the 177AE Planning
Application.

It is a matter for An Bord Pleanala to determine if
there is a requirement for oral hearings for both
applications. Kilkenny County Council remains in
discussion with the valuers representing objectors
to the CPO to discuss their concerns.

Pavement Schemes.

The construction works in respect of the N77
Knockroe to Littlefield Pavement Scheme are
substantially completed by Lagan Asphalt Ltd.
Accommodation works and final snagging are on-

going.

New pavement on N77 near Clintstown

Accommodation works and final snagging are on-
going by Priority Construction Ltd in relation to
the N77 Suttonsrath Pavement Scheme.

The design work is ongoing in respect of the N76
Callan By Pass Pavement Scheme. It has been
decided to proceed to complete one full scheme in
2024 rather than a sub-divide of the scheme and
space it over 2 or more years. The Callan By Pass
scheme in particular is complex given its semi
urban location, the presence of a major bridge
structure and addressing active travel
requirements. The required PAAR report is in
preparation.

National Road Bridge Works.

The N10 Ossory Bridge Rehabilitation Scheme
works are progressing with Cumnor Construction
Ltd. The works are scheduled to be substantially
completed by the end of November. Works are
presently underway on the western (city side) of
the structure.

The overall outturn cost for the project is expected
to be just under €2m.

ENVIRONMENT

CLIMATE ACTION

Climate Action Plan

Work continues on preparing the Draft Kilkenny
County Council Climate Action Plan, with actions
that the Council will undertake over the next five
years to address climate change and meet its
statutory obligations in terms of remission
reductions. The Draft Plan will be presented at the
October Council meeting and will go on out on
public consultation shortly after.

Final Report on the Kilkenny County Council
Climate Adaptation Plan (2019-2024)

The Climate Action Office has complied the
annual progress report on the Council’s Climate
Adaptation Plan (2029-2024). This involved
liaison with all service areas to collate updates on
actions. A report was issued to the Management
Team, which shows that 73% of the 226 actions
across the organisation were fully completed and
25% are on-going. This is the last reporting period
for the Adaptation Plan, as it will be replaced by
the Local Authority Climate Action Plan (2024-
2029) currently in preparation. The final report
will be submitted to Climate Action Regional
Office (CARO).

Public Engagement
Communication is vital in getting public buy-in
and support for climate action. To help us with



this, the Climate Action Office has engaged MARLA communications to design a new logo and
graphics which will be used on all climate communications. This will help build awareness about
all that the Council is doing and plans to do to address climate change.

Climate Action Webpage

We are currently redesigning the climate action page on the Council’s website to make it more user
friendly for the public. This webpage will provide information on (i) Grants for climate projects, (ii)
Kilkenny County Council’s action on climate change (iii) inspiring case studies, and (iv) general
information on climate change in County Kilkenny.

Climate Action Video Promotion

A climate action promotional video is presently being developed and will be completed in the
second week of October. This will be the first of a number of climate action video promos that will
be used to inform the wider public on climate action related information.

Community Climate Action Fund

The Community Climate Action Officer (CCAOQO) has continued to reach out and meet with Kilkenny
Communities regarding the Community Climate Action Fund. The Fund has not yet formally
launched, however successful applicants under this scheme will deliver a variety of projects that
would support them and help to build low carbon communities. Kilkenny County Council has an
allocation of €511,000 from the Department of Environment, Climate and Communications for
delivery of the programme. Since the last CE report the CCAO has met with the following
communities:

Bring Banks Usage

The Council provides and manages 46 Bring Centres across the City and County. A total of 1,399
tonnes of recyclables were collected from our Bring Centres so far in 2023. This represents the same
proportion that was collected in the prior year during the same period. Loughboy Shopping Centre
(12 tonnes collected), Aldi Kilkenny City (12 tonnes collected) and Lidl Johnswell Road (10 tonnes
collected) are the busiest locations in the City and Lidl-Thomastown (11 tonnes collected) is the
busiest outside of the City. Environment staff are continuing to work very closely with our service
providers to ensure the collection service is in keeping with demand, especially around long
weekends and holiday periods.

Environment Complaints

All Environmental complaints received are logged on the CRM (Customer Relations Management)
System. The number of complaints that have been received and logged by Environment staff for
investigation for the nine months to the end of September 2023 was 721 compared with 737 for the
same period last year (i.e. a decrease of circa 2% for the year to date). The nature of these complaints
ranged from littering, illegal dumping, burning of waste and abandoned cars. The majority continue
to be related to littering and illegal dumping. Whilst every effort is made to bring unacceptable
environmental practice into compliance, Environment Enforcement staff continue to manage
significant enforcement cases progressing through prosecution cases.



Waste Enforcement

At Kilkenny District Court on 26th September 2023 in a successful prosecution was brought by
Kilkenny County Council against a resident of Co Waterford who pleaded guilty to two offences of
holding, transporting, recovering or disposing of waste in a manner that caused or was likely to
cause environmental pollution contrary to Section 32(1)(b) of the Waste Management Act 1996, as
amended.

These offences occurred at two separate locations at Knockbrack and Listrolin in Mullinavat, Co
Kilkenny on 29th March 2022 and 31st March 2022 respectively.

Judge Carty commented that the facts in this case were quite stark. She added that the photographs
of the waste dumped at both sites were very distressing. She convicted the defendant and imposed
fines totaling €700 payable to Kilkenny County Council and also allowed a contribution to the
Council’s costs in the sum of €500. The overall cost to Kilkenny Council was just under €5,000 which
included our legal fees and clean up costs

Dunmore Civic Amenity Site

Our site at Dunmore continues to be one of the busiest amenity sites in the country. For the first 9
months of 2023 we have seen an increase in the volumes of material delivered to the site compared
to the same period in 2022.

Environmental Awareness
Mags Whelan has been appointed to the role of Environmental Awareness Officer replacing
Bernadette Moloney.

Over the next number of weeks, the EAO will be reviewing the Litter Management Plan 2021-2023
with a view to developing a new 3-year Plan for Kilkenny County Council. All sections of the
organisation will feed into this process. A draft plan will be developed for consultation with the
Elected Members and the SPC during Q4.

Kilkenny County Council is supporting 30 schools within the City and County as part of the Picker
Pals programme for 2023/2024. This is a litter-picking programme for 1st ,2nd class or special classes
in primary school. Picker Pals send a Picker Pack into the classroom and the children take turns to
bring the pack home and go litter-picking with their families in their local area. The programme is
administered by VOICE Ireland and Kilkenny County Council supported 15 classrooms in the 2021-
22 school year.

37 schools, representing both Primary and Secondary are being funded and supported under the
Coill na nOg programme. This is a collaborative project supported by the EAO and the Biodiversity
Officer whereby the registered schools attain FREE tree packs to create mini-woodlands and native
hedgerows in support of the EU 3 billion trees initiative. Tree packs consist of 8 native trees (bare-
root whips) to create a mini-woodland. Hedgerow packs consist of 25 native trees to set 7m of single-
row hedge. Schools will also be given access to supporting resources including videos and
worksheets to help them plant and get to know their trees.

The EAO will be assisting schools around the County to renew their membership as part of the
Green Schools programme under their respective themes- Litter and Waste, Energy, Water, Travel,
Biodiversity and Global Citizenship. School assessments will take place upon request.

Community Monuments Fund - The Thomple

Conservations works have recently been completed on The Thomple Historic Church & Graveyard
in Thomastown. Works included the repair of a boundary wall and an underground vault. A new
gate was also installed at the entrance to the underground vault for security purposes.

These two sites will then be considered with a
view of applying for capital funding to carry out conservation works on both sites in 2024.



PARKS & SPECIAL PROJECTS

South East Greenway

Since the opening of Phase 1 of the South East
Greenway, from New Ross to Glenmore, visitor
numbers have been impressive despite the poor
weather. Circa 9,300 visitors used the Greenway
in Rosbercon last August alone.

The Lot 5a (Ferrybank to Curraghmore) Section will
be next to advance to construction. Tender
assessment and recommendation report for this
section has been approved by Transport
Infrastructure Ireland (TII) and a Letter of
Acceptance was issued to the successful
contractor in early October.

A mini-competition to procure technical consultancy services, to include contract administration
and supervision of Lot 5a has been approved by TII and a letter of awarded was also issued in
tandem with the works contract.

Wexford County Council, as lead authority, are continuing to prepare a Technical Services Tender
for a multi-disciplinary engineering consultancy team to complete all remaining phases of the
Greenway. Subject to TII approval this tender will issue this month.

The Project Office would like to sincerely thank all landowners and local communities along the
route for their continued co-operation with the planning and development of the Greenway.

Interpretation, Wayfinding & Orientation Plan

Féilte Ireland have engaged The Paul Hogarth Company (TPHC) to conduct an Interpretation,
Wayfinding and Orientation Plan for the Greenway. The Plan can then be used to apply for funding
for the implementation of same. The following progress has been on the Plan:

o inception meeting took place involving all 3 local authorities and TII in July.
o asite visit was undertaken by TPHC in August.

o next step is to organise a public consultation on the findings in October.

Related Schemes

Greenway Link to Glenmore: The planning consultation process under Part 8 commenced in early
August. Plans and particulars of the proposed development were available for inspection to 5t
September last on the consult website: https;//consult.kilkenny.ie/ and at County Hall, Ferrybank
Library and the Ferrybank Area Office. A well-attended open information day was also held in
Glenmore Community Hall on 13th September and submissions were accepted to 19th September. 12
submissions were received and these are now being assessed.

Greenway Link to Slieverue: Further discussions with TII and possible additional design works will
be required with respect to the proposed N29 over bridge, prior to commencing the planning
process.

Amenity Grants

In 2023, 180 applicants under the Amenity Grant scheme were awarded funding totalling
€140,000. This funding enabled groups across the County to maintain their own outdoor recreational
spaces. The range of works typically involve tree planting, grass cutting, planting flowers and many
other amenity type projects. Successful applicants were required to submit documentation (receipts
in respect of expenses incurred and photographs of completed projects) to claim their grants by 29t
September, 2023.

Community Recognition Fund

Of the €948,063 secured by the Council, under the Community Recognition Fund, €442.612 was
allocated to the Project Office and Parks Section. The aim of this Fund is to support the development
and enhancement of community infrastructure and facilities in recognition of the contribution being
made by communities across the country in welcoming and hosting significant numbers of Ukrainians
as a consequence of the terrible conflict in their home country. This allocation, which is 100% funded,
allowed the following projects to progress:

FORWARD PLANNING

Masterplans:

Abbey Quarter

The Council has, following considerable
fieldwork and extensive public consultation,
prepared a draft Masterplan User Guide for an

extended Abbey Quarter area (to include Vicar
Street & Greensbridge Street), along with a review
of policy and the Urban Design Code (2018).

The Draft Masterplan User Guide was on public
display from Friday June 2nd to Friday June 30th
June (both dates inclusive) and two in-person
information sessions were held during this period
along with an online information session.

A total of 18 submissions were received on this
Masterplan with the Interim Chief Executive’s
report presented at the September Council
meeting, at which the Elected Members adopted
this User Guide with several amendments. The
Masterplan User Guide along with a review of
policy and the Urban Design Code (2018) is now
being finalised for publication in the coming
weeks.

St Canice’s Campus

A draft Masterplan has been completed and the
necessary environmental reports are currently
being prepared. It is anticipated that the draft
Masterplan and environmental documents will be
presented to the Kilkenny City Municipal District
Members shortly, before being placed on display
for a round of public consultation.

Loughmacask

This Masterplan was adopted at the June Council
Meeting and the adopted plan is also now
published. In the coming months, a variation to
the Kilkenny City and County Development Plan
2021 - 2027 (CDP) will go before the Elected
Members to incorporate the Loughmacask
Masterplan into the CDP.

Urlingford

The Urlingford Town Centre Masterplan was
presented to the Castlecomer Municipal District
Members at their September meeting, where it
was adopted. The Masterplan and environmental
documents are being finalised for a publication
date within the next week.

Ballyragget/Paulstown/Kilmacow

Turleys Ireland were appointed to prepare
Masterplans for the settlements of Ballyragget,
Paulstown and Kilmacow. Three public meetings,
one for each town, took place on the 18th, 19th and
20t of January last, respectively. With due
consideration of inputs from these meetings, the
Consultants have submitted the draft Masterplans
to the Planning Authority for assessment. The
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assessment will be completed in the coming
weeks and the three associated environmental
reports are also nearing completion. The draft
Masterplans will be presented to the respective
Municipal Districts at their October or November
meetings, prior to them going on public display.

Taking in Charge

The taking in charge of steps at Talbots Inch was
initiated at the September Council meeting.

E-Planning

Applications through e-planning continue to
increase. Approximately 75% of all planning
applications received are now through the e-
planning portal.

Users must register on the e-planning portal at:
https://vlanning.localgov.ie/en/local-government-
ireland-planning-system, where after they can then
make a  planning application,  submit
documentation online with the application and
submit further information later if required. The
status of applications can be viewed quickly and
easily. Paper applications are still accepted and
the same timelines apply to both an online
application and a paper application.

Active Land Management

There are 34 sites on the Derelict Sites
Register. Two sites in Callan - a house on the
Coolagh Road and Lower Bridge Street were
added to the Register during September, and 1
site on John Street in the City was served notice of
intent to be added to the Register.

A Final Map of lands in scope for the new
Residential Zoned Land Tax will be published by
1st December 2023. A proposed Variation to the
Development Plan will be published in October,
proposing two minor changes to zoning in the
City, to ensure appropriate application of the tax.

There are 24 Vacant Sites on the Vacant Sites
Register and the number of cancelled entries due
to site activation or improvement is 23. The
Vacant Site Levy will be replaced by the
Residential Zoned Land Tax in 2024, but any
outstanding levies will remain due to the Council.

Conservation

The Conservation Office manages all protected
structures in Kilkenny County and City. These
structures are recognised for their Architectural,
Historical, Archaeological, Artistic, Cultural,
Scientific, Technical, Social special interest. An
advisory service on conservation matters is
provided to the public and colleagues, while the
conservation grants and funding applications are
also delivered.

Coill na nOg was launched in September to
coincide with National Hedgerow Week and is

being coordinated by “Biodiversity in Schools”.
The Council created an opportunity for 41 schools
to participate through the Local Biodiversity
Action Fund to enable discussion in schools on
why hedgerows are so important to our
countryside. Participating schools will receive
native trees or a hedgerow kit with planting
instructions along with curriculum links support.

Biodiversity Action Plans

Through the Local Biodiversity Action Fund,
three communities are undertaking a biodiversity
survey of their local area. Community
representatives from Johnstown met with the lead
ecologist in September and the findings of the
recent habitat survey was explained and a
discussion took place to determine possible
community actions which could be undertaken to
boost biodiversity locally. Having a Biodiversity
Action Plan will provide guidance and highlight
opportunities for community action. Piltown and
Ballyragget will be undergoing a similar process
in October.

RENT-A-ROOM SCHEME

Announcements have been made in the media that the Rent -a- Room scheme will be extended to local
authority social housing tenancies. This action is included in Housing For All and seeks to secure additional
accommodation due to growing pressures in the private rental sector.

The Rent -a- Room Scheme currently allows a householder to earn up to €14,000 per year tax-free by renting
out a room (or rooms) in their home to “private tenants”.

Recent announcements indicate the Governments intention to extend this scheme to local authority tenants
but no details are yet in place. The Council cannot process any applications to proceed under this scheme
at present. There are many concerns around the implementation of this scheme which need to be addressed
before it can proceed.

TENANCY MANAGEMENT
The Tenancy Management Team deal with allocations, maintenance and anti-social behaviour complaints
in relation to our tenants.

The Tenancy Management Section has commenced legal proceedings in respect of a number of tenancies
where repossession orders have been sought. Where anti-social behaviour is ongoing, tenancy notifications
and warning notices continue to be served and monitored. Where tenants engage in anti-social behaviour
relating to offences under the Misuse of Drugs Act or violence and intimidation resulting in criminal charges
the local authority will take enforcement action to terminate the tenancy and alternative social housing
supports will not be provided.

PRIVATE HOUSE GRANTS
The 2023 housing grants allocation has been received from the Department of Housing, in the amount of
€1,991,076, comprised of €1,592,861 (80%) grant and €398,215 (20%) KCC contribution.

This allocation exceeds the amount included in the budget for 2023 and reflects the Department’s confidence
in the Council to meet and exceed its targets for 2023. The funding approval also confirms that the local
authority cannot exceed the maximum grant amounts under legislation and that these maximum amounts
have not been revised.

VACANT HOMES

The Vacant Properties Refurbishment Grant, Croi Conaithe is one of the measures to address vacancy and
efficient use of existing stock in Housing for All. The grant is aimed at bringing vacant and derelict
properties back into residential use. The scheme was originally for people who were refurbishing vacant
properties for use as their principal private residence. The Government has recently announced that as of
1st May 2023, there will be a number of changes to this scheme including that the scheme will be expanded
to property owners who wish to refurbish their vacant property for rental purposes. The detail and
guidance regarding the modified scheme have not yet been issued by the Department of Housing, Local
Government and Heritage. There has been a substantial increase in the number of calls to the Housing
Department regarding this scheme and a register of all inquiries to the Council will be kept for follow up
when further details of the revised scheme are available.
